Packing/ Cartoning

packaging or wood crating, which is an additional charge. For air freight
shipments, additional packaging or crating is always required. Please note
upcharges in the Price List.

Shipping

Andreu World America reserves the right to select the most appropriate FOB
point, carrier, and routing on all shipments. All orders, whether shipping collect,
prepaid or third party billing, are FOB, which means that responsibility for the
product becomes that of the buyer upon delivery to the freight company. All
furniture is shipped at the customer’s own risk after it has been inspected and
accepted by the carrier. The customer bears the risk of loss or damage during
shipment.

Upon delivery all product must be inspected immediately for correct quantity
and freight damage (including concealed damages). Damage or shortage
claims must be filed, by the purchaser, with the freight carrier within 48 hours
of delivery receipt. Failure to file timely claims may cause the freight carrier to
deny the claim.

All custom designs, marble tops and wicker will be warrantied for a total of
two years.

This constitutes the entire warranty and is in place of and in lieu of all other
warranties of every kind whether implied or expressed, including, but not limited
to, the warranty of fitness for a particular purpose or warranty of merchantability.

The repair, replacement, or prorated rebate of the full purchase price
constitutes the full liability of Andreu World America and is the sale remedy of
the Buyer. Andreu World America assumes no liability for commercial loss or
any consequential damages that may arise as a result of any product defect,
fault, or delay. It is understood that these limitations of remedy and liability are
part of the terms and conditions of the purchase of Andreu World America
products, and by placing an order, the Buyer accepts these terms, conditions,
and limitations.

Wood and Metal Finishes

finishes. These finishes are outlined at the bottom of each page.

The following wood finishes are standard for our beech models: 300, 305, 307,
310, 322, 336, 339, 364, 369, 370, 372, 377, 378, 380, 381, 380, 601, 611,
641 and 661. Standard finishes for oak models: 306, 307, 310, 322, 336, 339,
364, 369, 370, 372, 377, 378, 380, 381, 610, 641 and 661.

There is an upcharge indicated in each page for custom wood finishes.
Minimum quantities may apply. The Special upcharge for 600 and 800 series
finishes is also specified on each page.

Andreu World America cannot be held responsible for variations in color finish
on wood due to the natural characteristics of the wood. No absolute match is
implied or guaranteed.

The direction of the grain may vary by product and component, and joints may
be visible.

Customer’s Own Material / Leather (COM & COL)

All yardage requirements in the Price List are based upon 55” wide plain, non-
directional material. Fabrics having a repeat that requires matching, or are
less than 55” wide, will require more yardages. Please use the chart below to
determine the correct requirements and add the percentage to the yardage
shown in our Price List.

Al COM will be cut and applied at Andreu World America’s discretion, as it
comes off the roll. Any special upholstery instructions must be included, in
writing, with the order. Fabric should be identified as requiring either a vertical
or horizontal application, and the correct side and direction. Andreu World
America cannot be held responsible for receipt of defective fabrics, as we apply
all COM’s as first quality goods.

Andreu World America requires a cutting of the COM fabric to be attached to
the purchase order to reduce the likelihood of errors in upholstering.
COM/COL should be shipped freight prepaid to our facilities. It should be
clearly tagged with our order number, item number, description and quantity,
to permit proper identification. Andreu World America is not responsible for any
delays caused by untagged or late COM.

Please contact Customer Service with your requirements, and to inquire for
specific pricing upcharges.

Glides

All chairs include plastic Standard glides. There are optional metal glides and
felt glides available with the upcharge for a set of four indicated on each page.

Custom Height

To provide custom height for seatings it is necessary to cut the legs to the
specific request. The upcharge for this service is indicated on each page. The
requested height must be specified on the purchase order.
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MAINTENANCE

1- WOOD/LACQUER

The majority of the beech, oak walnut, maple, and ash woods used in the AW
collections is obtained from sustainable wood sources. The FSC® (Forest
Stewardship Council) certificate guarantees that our FSC®-certified products
have been extracted from reforested areas and are prepared according to the
FSC® Principles and Criteria, which define the minimum standards for good
forest management worldwide.

MAINTENANCE
We recommend cleaning stains with a damp cloth and a soap solution.

2- WEBBING
30 mm. thick polypropylene webbing with satin finish. Used in Valeria and
Smart collection.

MAINTENANCE
To clean, gently wipe the webbing belts using a brush and a cloth soaked
in soapy water. Remove the excess soap and dry with a cloth.

3- UPHOLSTERY/COVERS
The Andreu World catalog offers different types of fabrics, leathers and
synthetic leathers manufactured by world-leading companies.

MAINTENANCE

Information on maintenance, composition and technical characteristics,
as well as the suitability of each fabric for use as covers, can be found in
our upholstery catalogs.

4- CERAMICS

The ceramic tops and boards of the bases and tables included in the Andreu
World are waterproof, hygienic and colorfast. They are fireproof and abrasion-
resistant, as well as 100% recyclable.

MAINTENANCE

We recommend the use of regular detergents for cleaning. Lime, wine,
ice cream, coffee and grease stains should be removed using an alkaline
detergent or a descaling product. Wipe clean bird droppings as quickly
as possible, since they can cause permanent stains.

5.- HIGH PRESSURE LAMINATES
The high pressure laminate table tops are suitable for outdoor use. They are
treated against UV action and are highly resistant to wear, heat and moisture.

MAINTENANCE

The surface should be cleaned with a nonabrasive sponge, water
and detergent. The imporosity of the surface helps prevent the
penetration of dirt. Wipe clean bird droppings as soon as possible,
since they can cause permanent stains on the surface of high
pressure laminate.

6. — LAMINATED BOARDS

The laminated plywood table tops are suitable for covered outdoor spaces.
They are extremely resistant to impacts and scratches and have been
specifically designed for those uses which require a high-quality finish and a
consistent surface.

MAINTENANCE
Cleaning is simple and only requires water and detergent.

7- STEEL
Steel is robust, hard, rigid and weather-resistant, making it suitable for a large
number of uses. Andreu World uses chromed steel.

MAINTENANCE

Chromed steel requires regular cleaning with soapy water. In the case of
stains, avoid abrasive sponges or fabrics.

Stainless steel only requires regular cleaning with soapy water. Stainless
steel is synonymous with an attractive finish and durability. Any stains
caused by aggressive products require a specific cleaning:

- Water- and lime-stains: Remains of lime can be removed by soaking
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with a 25% vinegar solution or a 15% nitric acid solution. Rinse well and
continue washing with soap or detergent and water. Rinse with hot water.
Wipe dry with a soft, clean cloth.

- Oil and Grease: Rinse with an organic/hydrocarbon (e.g., alcohol)
product, then clean with soap or detergent and water. Rinse well with
cold water and a dry cloth. Soaking is advisable before cleaning with hot
soapy water.

- Tea and Coffee stains: Wash with washing soda (sodium bicarbonate)
and hot water. Then wash with soap or detergent and water. Rinse
thoroughly with hot water. Wipe dry with a soft, clean cloth.

For the correct maintenance of stainless steel structures in areas near the
coast and for areas in permanent contact with marine environments, we
recommend regular cleaning with soapy water.

8- THERMO-POLYMER

The Flex Chair, Flex High Back, Sail and Sit collection seats and backrests are
made of high-quality, resistant thermopolymer that offers enormous versatility
for all types of indoor and outdoor environments.

MAINTENANCE
Only soap and water is required for cleaning.

9. - GLASS
Tempered glass coated with high-adhesion vitrified paint that prevents color
changes over time.

MAINTENANCE
Any cleaning product (including solvents) can be used

10- ALUMINUM
Aluminum is a lightweight, resistant alternative of proven effectiveness for
outdoor and indoor furniture. It is 100% recyclable.

MAINTENANCE
Requires only soap and water.

11- SOLID SURFACE

Solid Surface is a non-porous and homogeneous materials comprised of
natural minerals and a small percentage of highly durable resins. These tops,
made of natural minerals, are similar in appearance and feel to natural stone
and are available in white. Suitable for outdoor use.

MAINTENANCE

The Solid surface tops does not absorb liquids, but is recommended to
dry spills or drops immediately. Generally, most stains can be removed
using a microfiber cloth dampened with household cleaner spray with
circular movements.

12- CARRARA MARBLE
Marble is a natural stone of great warmth and personality. It is able to be used
in numerous environments and the ideal material for cutting edge installations.

MAINTENANCE

Proper cleaning of marble is essential for the life of the product. It is
recommended to use neutral detergents diluted in water. It is not
advisable to use cleaning products that contain acetone, lemon, or
vinegar as these substances could dull or abrade the surface over time.

Marble is a natural material susceptible to staining due to its porosity.
Therefore all spills should be cleaned up immediately to avoid staining.

El mantenimiento, su composicion, asi como sus caracteristicas técnicas,
y si son aptas para su confeccion como fundas, esté indicado en nuestros
catalogos de tapizados.

4- CERAMICA

Los sobres y tableros ceramicos de las mesas incluidas en las colecciones de
Andreu World son impermeables, higiénicos y presentan colores inalterables.
Son ignifugos y resistentes a la abrasion. Es 100% reciclable.

MANTENIMIENTO

Para su limpieza se recomienda usar una esponja no abrasiva, agua
caliente y detergente comun. Para las manchas de cal, vino, helado, café
0 grasa se debe emplear un detergente alcalino o un desincrustante.

5- TABLEROS COMPACTOS

Los sobres de mesa de tablero compacto son idéneos para su uso en exterior.
Incorporan un tratamiento que los protege de la accion UV, unido a la elevada
resistencia al desgaste, al calor y a la humedad. La naturaleza no porosa
ayuda a que la suciedad no penetre.

MANTENIMIENTO
Solo requiere limpiar la superficie con una esponja no abrasiva, agua
caliente y jabon.

En el caso de acero inoxidable, su mantenimiento tan solo requiere una
limpieza regular con agua jabonosa. El acero inoxidable es sinénimo de

durabilidad con buen aspecto, siempre que se tengan en cuentan las
manchas de productos agresivos y se proceda a una limpieza especifica:

- Marcas de agua y cal: Restos importantes de cal pueden ser eliminados
remojando con una solucion de vinagre al 25% o acido nitrico al 15%.
Aclarar bien y continuar lavando con jabén o detergente y agua. Aclarar
con agua caliente. Limpie en seco con un pano de limpieza suave.

- Aceite y Grasa: Lavar con un producto organico/hidrocarbonico (por
ejemplo alcohol), después limpiar con jabon o detergente suave y agua.
Aclarar bien con agua fria y un trapo seco. Se recomienda remojar antes
de limpiar con agua caliente enjabonada.

- Marcas de Té y Café: Lavar con soda de lavar (bicarbonato de sodio) y
agua caliente. Continuar con un lavado con jabdn o detergente y agua.
Aclarar a fondo con agua caliente. Limpie en seco con un pafio de
limpieza suave.

Para un éptimo mantenimiento de las estructuras metalicas de acero
inoxidable en zonas cercanas a la costa y en permanente contacto
con ambientes marinos, se recomienda una limpieza regular con agua
jabonosa.
